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PRESIDENT'S REPORT

It is with much pleasure that | submit my eighteenth, and the Association’s thirty- seventh
President’s report. This year has been very busy with the launching of the Brahmans, the
introduction of our Website, and the celebration of the 25" anniversary of Australian Country
Cricket Championships.

Our team, now known as the Brahmans, put the record straight with four wins from five outings to
once again become the National Champions. Our only loss was to Victoria who regained the
Heinz Cup. Our championship status now stands at nine wins and eight second placings.

Congratulations to the XXXX Gold Queensland Bulls, on their season - winners of the Ford
Ranger Cup, runner-up in the Weet-Bix Sheffield Shield, and third place in the KFC T20 Big
Bash. Well done to Trevor Barsby and Chris Simpson and team for a great season.

Queensland Country played two fifty over games against the QAS at Allan Border Field with both
games resulting in wins to the QAS. These games play an important role in preparation of the
Brahmans for their participation in the Australian Country Cricket Championships.

Pre-season camps were again held in Caloundra, Townsville, Rockhampton, Mackay and Cairns.
Thanks to Terry Oliver, Queensland Cricket High Performance Manager, and Regional Cricket
Managers for your involvement in these camps. Thanks also to Mike Ralston and Dave Orchard
for your involvement with the Umpire component of the camps.

No Country v City Origin matches were played this season, however a Ford Ranger Cup match
was played in Cairns. Suncorp sponsored coaching clinics in conjunction with this match and
Cricket Far North received $1000 towards junior development in the region.

Sponsorship

Castlemaine XXXX Gold has continued as a great partner with Country Cricket as part of its
sponsorship of Queensland Cricket. This sponsorship is up for renewal at the end of the 2008-09
season and it is hoped a continued sponsorship can be negotiated. Once again $45,000 in cash
and $15,000 in product was provided to Queensland Country and its members. Queensland
Cricket continues it's support of Country Trials for Open Age, Under 19 and Under 17
competitions as well as games against State Under 17 and Queensland Academy of Sport. The
budget is now worth $54,536.00.

Platypus continues to play a vital role and this year QCCA will distribute $18,583 worth of cricket
balls to affiliates. This sponsorship also includes the provision of players’ shirts to all who
represent North and South Queensland. Sports bags have also been provided to all players in
the Under 17 squads.

Gabba Sporting Products provided for the 2008-09 season a supporting sponsorship for our elite
team the Brahmans. The sponsorship went to the Brahmans tour meal allowance, increasing the
amount to $2500, and the launch Dinner on the 29" November 2008 at Brothers Leagues Club
Ipswich. The balance of the sponsorship provided flights and accommodation for our country
players selected in the 25" anniversary team. Players selected were Sam Scuderi (Ingham),
Michael Warden (Gladstone), Brian May (Toowoomba), and Coach Vic Williams.



Grants
Queensland Cricket continued the provision of grants to affiliates with each of the Country Zones
receiving $20,000 with Darling Downs South West receiving an additional amount of $5000 for
administration due to the amalgamation of two existing regional affiliates. QCCA also receives
$26,000 in recognition of reduction of association affiliation fees to a maximum amount of $50 per
association. QCCA is ever grateful and thanks Queensland Cricket for its continued support.

Country Championships

Commonwealth Bank-Cricket Australia Shield
This year we traveled to Nuriootpa, Barossa Valley, South Australia, to take part in the 25"
Australia Country Cricket Championships. The Barossa —Light Association provided very good
facilities and was well supported by the local clubs and volunteers. Special mention should be
made of the work done by Co-ordinator Peter Gerhardy and Media Manager Peter Argent (photos
were provided daily for our website). Cricket Australia’'s MyCricket also proved to be a positive for
the daily reporting on match scores.

Our campaign this year was very successful with the Brahmans losing only one game to Victoria
by six runs. Victoria regained the Heinz cup as a result of our loss. All other games were won
fairly convincingly. Steven Baker, after retiring from playing last season, did a great job in his first
outing as team coach, and has been appointed for next season. Manager John Kelleher
performed his duties admirably and we thank him for his two year term which yielded a second
placing and a win.

While this is our ninth championship win, it was a win on debut by the Brahmans.

Our team was recognized with selection of the four players below in the Australian Country XI,
that played in a feature match against the ACA Masters XI.
